Dear Parents and Caregivers,

During this week our classes will be discussing some very important 
issues and joining in celebrating significant days on the national 
calendar. Firstly, on Thursday this week our students will ‘Stand 
Together Against Bullying’ as part of the fifth National Day of Action 
against Bullying and Violence. This annual day provides a focus for our 
school to say Bullying. No Way! and to strengthen our existing 
everyday messages that bullying and violence at school are not okay at 
any time.  

Bullying is an ongoing misuse of power in relationships through 
repeated negative behaviour that causes physical and/or psychological 
harm. It can involve groups or individuals and can be obvious or 
hidden. Single incidents and conflict or fights between equals, whether 
in person or online, are not defined as bullying. But while not all hurtful 
behaviour is bullying, these conflicts still need to be addressed and 
resolved. 

Our students will discuss the power of speaking out against bullying 
and will learn strategies to use if they ever come up against bullying 
behaviours. Classrooms will mark the day with anti-bullying lessons 
and fun activities. 

On Friday it is Harmony Day and we will celebrate Australia’s cultural 
diversity. Harmony Day is about inclusiveness, respect and a sense of 
belonging for everyone. Classes will engage in fun activities, learning 
about the important lessons of respect and understanding of cultural 
diversity. The Harmony Day poster competition is also open to all 
students K-6. Promoting the message ‘Harmony Day-Every Day’, 
posters must be A3 size and are due to Ms Ridgeway by Monday 30th 
March.
