The lab previously
had only a projector that did not allow for interactive learning and due to its
age the image it projected was very hard to see. The new Comm Box is the
latest in interactive learning technology, with all the functionality of a
Smartboard and the brightness and definition of a HD television. The Comm
Box is easily seen in a fully lit classroom and its interactive touch screen is of
commercial strength and durability. The installation the Comm Box has
allowed for more engaging, student-centred learning in our technology
programs and as a resource that is accessed by all of our students K-6 its
value is enormous. From all our staff [particularly Mrs Edden] and students we
thank our P&C and our school community for your efforts to provide this
wonderful addition to our children’s learning.
